This winter was a non-stop pummeling of storm after 
storm, one atmospheric river after another. Thanks to 
Cal-Trans District 3 for keeping the roads around the 
Tahoe Basin clear and safe, and providing these jaw-
dropping statistics on an incredible winter: 

¶Total Snowfall: 730 inches (60 feet 10 inches) 

¶Total Days of Snowfall: 64 

¶Total Days of Chain Control: 78 

¶Total Hours of Chain Control: ~900 (37.5 days) 

¶Total Closures: 15 

That is nearly a foot (11.4ò) of snow that fell per day 
during 64 days. Can you imagine almost a foot of 
snow falling consistently for more than two months 
straight? 

To put into a visual perspective: a bowling lane is 
60 feet long. That is a ton of snow!

included on the participants list AFTER those received at the Picnic! 

Read carefully the trip Deposit procedures below.   

(1) Complete the required forms and bring them to the picnic. 

(2) Also bring copies of any picture IDs that you may need (drivers license, passport photo page) 
for each sign up. 

(3) If you are paying for your membership at the same time, please have a separate check and 
the completed form. NOTE: You must be a member within 30 days of signing up for a trip or 
you can be removed from the trip. 

BSC Trips Cancellation Policy 
 

1.The Club does not intend to unduly penalize a trip participant who cancels from a BSC trip.  
However, other trip participants should not have to incur additional costs due to your 
cancellation. 

2.Deposits and payments made toward the trip reservations being cancelled will be held until such 
time as a determination can be made that the Club or trip participants will not incur additional 
expense due to non-recoverable costs. 

3.Non-recoverable costs are defined as those that are associated with the trip that due to 
contractual obligations cannot be recovered when the individual cancels his/her trip.  Non-
recoverable also include those costs associated with replacing a person or persons on a trip 
(i.e., name change charges on airline tickets, etc.)  Refunds, if any, will be made based on the 
non-recoverable involved plus a cancellation fee.  Cancellation costs will not exceed the cost of 
the trip.  Club cancellation fee will be dropped if non-recoverable costs exceed 50% of the trip 
cost. 

4.Replacement of a trip participant by a trip participant is strictly prohibited.  Only the Trip Leader 
or Assistant Trip Leader can replace a trip participant who is unable to go on the trip.  The 
canceling trip participant may suggest a replacement candidate to the trip leader or assistant 
trip leader, however the canceling trip participant is responsible for the cancellation fee (if 
applicable) and any non-recoverable costs. 

5.Be sure to know the cancellation dates in relation to the trip you select so that you can avoid 
monetary losses.  The following cancellation policy in is effect in relation to BSC trips.   

 
Multi-Day Bus, Carpool or Flight trips:  NR=Non-recoverable costs 

¶More than 125 days before departure  $0 + NR 

¶More than 110 days before departure  $10 or NR (whichever is greater) 

¶More than 80 days before departure  $25 or NR (whichever is greater) 

¶80 days or less before departure   $35 or NR (whichever is greater)

Initial Deposits & Sign-Up Policy for BSC Ski Trips 
 

1) No checks will be accepted by any leader or assistant prior to BSC Picnic. 

2) Any check received by mail will be counted in the order they were received after all checks 
accepted at the BSC picnic are logged. 

3) At 12:00 noon leaders will begin handing out numerical trip cards to participants in the order they 
line up.  One card per person only.  The card will have a trip name and number.  Example: Vail 
#1, Vail #2, etc.  Receiving a card does not guarantee a confirmed spot on the trip.  

4) At 12:30pm leaders will start calling the trip and card number in order starting with number 1. 

5) Each person can only deliver 4 deposits: 1 for themselves and 3 additional persons. 

6) No deposit will be accepted without an accompanying trip sign-up form and copy of a 
valid government issued ID. 

7) If a trip sells out, all other sign-ups will be considered ñwait listedò 

8) Any sign-up must become a BSC member no later than 30 days after picnic. 

9) The BSC will provide sufficient notification of this new sign-up process to enable those potential 
participants who are out of state or are unable to attend the picnic to make arrangements, if they 
wish, to have a picnic attendee deliver their check and necessary documents to a trip leader at 
the event.
